For both the Short and the Free Program I was aiming at a perfect program. I accomplished that relatively well and I’m happy with the perfection I achieved today and with the gold medal. (On her developing her jump content and on her coaching situation) I think I can improve in the variety of jumps that I can do and in other aspects. I haven’t decided anything yet (for coaching), but I hope I’ll find the right person. (On coming off the Olympic Games) Of course the Olympic Games were the most important event. After that I was relieved. It took some time and effort to get back into training. I was aiming at perfect performances for both Short and Free Program. That’s the aim, that’s the goal. (On coming back from a disappointing start of the season) To be honest, I didn’t think I would be sitting here. I had to continue to challenge myself and push myself to try the triple Axel. At the end of the season the triple Axel went quite well. The spirit of challenge has helped me to get where I was today. (On competing against Yu-Na Kim) We have been competing against each other since we were juniors. It has been a long time that I feel I have to work harder because of her. Thanks to her I grow as a skater and I will be encouraged to work harder even from now on.

I am very happy with the silver medal today. It is my fourth World Championship and my first silver medal. I am glad that I was able to overcome the difficulties. My Short Program and the morning practice were not very good and I was worried. But in the warm up, the jumps were good and I felt confident about the Free Skating. (On pressure after winning each other competition she entered this season) I didn’t feel pressure about that. Everything can happen in competition. (On coming off the Olympic Games) The Olympic Games were the biggest goal in my life. After winning the gold medal I thought there was nothing more, but I was happy to come to Torino and I wanted to give my best. It was a mental and physical struggle after the Olympic Games. At the Olympic Games my condition was at its peak, but I felt I can do one more competition. (On Min-Jung Kwak joining her in Toronto) Min-Jung Kwak did well at the Olympic Games. The time with Brian (Orser) was short, but I think they are a good match and I hope she will work more with Brian. I want to help her and it is good to train with her. (On future plans) I just finished the season. I will take a break and then take a decision.

In the beginning of my program I was able to do most difficult elements, but then I made a couple of mistakes on the easier elements. But in the end, it was a very long and hard season, so I am very happy. (On coming off the Olympic Games) The Olympic Games were a good competition for me. I improved my personal best very much, which was one big step forward for me. I was very tired after that, but I was able to find new motivation quite easily. I was in a good shape, and was looking forward for this competition. (On what she needs to do to beat Asada and Kim) I think the thing is consistency. Of course the girls are very good skaters and it’s hard to win against them. But there are quite many good skaters in Europe too. We’re getting there. It’s just about consistency.
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
