Ice Dance, after Original Dance 
Tessa Virtue/Scott Moir (CAN), 1st after the Original Dance
Moir: Tessa and I were very excited about our performance today, pretty pleased with where we brought the program the last two weeks. It was a very strong technical skate. I don’t think we quite had the magic that we had at the Olympic Games, but we are very pleased with the performance. 
Virtue: (On showing the character of the Flamenco) A think a lot of that comes with the practice we do every day. Our job requires us to get in and out of character whether it’s the Free Dance, the Compulsory Dances, the Original Dance. We worked a lot with this program off the ice, with Flamenco dancers that lived and trained in Spain.  A lot of that passion that they taught us now comes from within. Once it’s over we’re pleased with that performance and we’re already thinking about tomorrow’s skate. (On how the Olympic Games made them better skaters) Speaking for Scott and I, there was such pressure and such stress that came along with the Olympics and everything seems to be heightened, so all the emotions are extremely intense and the highs are even higher than usual and the lows are even lower. Just managing that stress and dealing with that and coming together and skating as one in front of a home town crowd, I don’t think we’ll be in a situation quite like that again, but we can definitely take that and use that. Just dealing with the nerves and dealing with the pressure. It’s more a mental thing for us than anything, being able to go out and do what we are able to do every day at home.
Meryl Davis/Charlie White (USA), 2nd after the Original Dance
White: We are pleased with our performance as well. We are very happy with that, you know coming out of the Olympics is sort of an interesting trial, we feel, like we used the Olympics to help as grow as skaters and performers, and it helped us today. Obviously going to the Olympics we were planning to do the Worlds no matter what, but we got home and we were still very excited to compete again, train like that and keep pushing ourselves to the new personal bests again, we are hoping we will continue the same, but on the Worlds we still have a hunger and desire and it’s a great thing that happened on the World Championships. (On the experience they got on the Olympics) You know the Olympics are only once every four years, so it added a lot of pressure, at the same time we kept in our minds, that there is still only as much pressure as we put on ourselves. And I think that really helped us to perform best on the Olympics. 
Davis: (on achieving a new seasons best score) Definitely technically our score made a big difference. Our coaches were saying to us after the Games that they’ve seen improvement in us. We take every competition as a learning experience, so the Olympic Games is an amazing education for us. I think we were better skaters now than we were on the Olympic Games.
Federica Faiella/Massimo Scali (ITA), 3rd after the Original Dance
Scali: We are really happy with our performance today. There were a few mistakes in the twizzles, so it wasn’t perfect. I’m really proud of how we skated with the crowd screaming like at a soccer game. We are very excited and happy. (on being close to their first world medal) We are probably both very excited, excited actually already be here in Italy, in Torino, but all this of course increased pressure. We try to transform the negative feeling in something positive. To go on the ice and to do our best, use this  feeling when we are on the ice. So this is a very exciting moment for us. (On experience they got from the Olympics) Vancouver was third Olympics for us, so I start feeling old. It didn’t change something, because we already had two Olympic experiences, but what was different in Vancouver, was that we were trying to enjoy every second of the Games: on the ice and off. This probably was missing at the other two Olympics. We were thinking too much about marks and positions. So the only thing we wanted to do is just to go on the ice and enjoy every second and please the audience.
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
