Nathalie Pechalat/Fabian Bourzat (FRA), 2010 Grand Prix Final bronze medalists 

Pechalat: We decided to come back with a program different from the Olympics, we really love it and this is a circus medley based on the movie “La vita e bella” soundtrack, an Italian film. We hoped the public enjoyed it. We completed it perfectly without any mistake and it was brilliant to perform it. (On coming fourth, like at the European Championships) I look at it in a positive way. Fourth at Worlds is better than fifth, which we were last year. We progressed with each year and we got the small bronze medal for the Free Dance. We hope to win a medal next year, especially at the Europeans. (On their plans) We want to skate until Sotchi, but for sure until the World Championships 2012 in Nice (France).
Bourzat: It was difficult to change our program after Vancouver but I guess we feel more confident with this one. We had a good performance involving the crowd: we are happy for this it’s a perfect way for ending this long season.
Meryl Davis/Charlie White (USA), 2010 Olympic silver medalists

White: I think it (the performance) was similar to the OD (original dance). We learned a little bit from the Olympics, It’s such a difficult competition, for all the pressure and I just had to perform, we were able to step it up for one more night another season’s best. It is really at the end of the season so it ends super. (On what they thought on the last seconds of the dance) I really was tired, my body taking over in that point, to do a program on the best my ability, so just clear mind. (On winning their first World championships medal) That feels amazing. I think the most important is that we can be happy of how we skated, how we ended the competition. And taking the silver medal on top of that, that’s just amazing!
Davis: (On preparing for today’s performance) We had to seem preparing the best we possibly could in terms of emotional readiness after something like the Olympic games. Also physically just making sure, that we are in a top shape. So we’ve been covering all our basis and we felt really good about where we were coming into this competition, and we can be proud of ourselves going home. It’s a relief. We were working hard this season, and it’s been a successful season for us.
Tessa Virtue/Scott Moir (CAN), 2010 Olympic Champions

Moir: (on the twizzle) It was just a little bobble, we train to do that every day, so when that happens I just learned to try to hold on to save the twizzle still the best I can. But I don’t think that really affected our performance to night and I was very back on it and left a really strong skate. We just have to figure out what the deduction is for.
Virtue: It was a great season for us. I think we really peaked at the right time, throughout the Olympic Games and heading into the World Championships, we made a lot of progress throughout this season. I think we timed our training perfectly, so that’s great and I think we learned a lot from that. We can take that into whatever is to come.

Federica Faiella/Massimo Scali (ITA), 2009 & 2008 European silver medalists

Faiella: (on her illness) We passed hard moments but we have been stronger and gone on to conquer this medal. Working hard together we got this results we strongly wanted. Thank to everybody but especially to Massimo, I wouldn’t be here without him, that’s sure.

Scali: I don’t have words to express my joy. It has been a very hard championship, with tiredness and Federica´s illness: it´s a bronze that is just like a gold medal for us. Last week we were closed to withdraw: we have been two weeks without skating because Federica came back from Vancouver very sick. But we really wanted this medal for us and for Italy. We are very happy. I had to thank Federica, she has been fantastic.

Sinead Kerr/John Kerr (GBR), 2009 European bronze medalists

John Kerr: It was tough going after Massimo and Frederica. They got an amazing response from the crowd what you expect from a home audience. That’s a little hard to follow sometimes. But I think we just went out and did our job. (on whether they plan on continuing to compete) We’ll see. We’re going to have a holiday and then we have to think about it. We’ve had a good career. We’ve had two Olympics, an European Championships bronze medal, we had a lot of great times, but sometimes it’s time to do something else. We’ll talk about it.

Sinead Kerr: The good thing was we didn’t feel pressure. We knew we maybe could pull up to fourth but not third. Federica and Massima skated well and I didn’t feel any pressure to beat them because I didn’t think that was possible. Our performance was just for ourselves today. 
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
