(On her practices) I fell (this morning) and I had some bruises, but nothing too serious to affect my performance. (On her season) This wasn’t a so pretty season for me, I think now I’m not ready to restart yet. I need more practice and more time to do better.

I decided to do my first flip in combination, and I replaced the loop with the double Axel-double toe-double toe. It is easier and it’s worth more points. I just tried to do what I always do, my whole team, my coach, Kevin (van der Perren, husband), my teamleader, they were always there and every time I have a little bit of a moment doubting myself they pick me up and push me to believe in myself.
