Jeremy Abbott (USA), 2010 National Champion

I have no regrets. I am very satisfied with this season, I made it back to the Grand Prix Final, won Nationals and competed at the Olympics. (On feeling pressure skating first in the final group) No, I mean I was very nervous today, but I was nervous because I wanted to go out and skate my best. I wanted to end this season really well. My goal was to go out there and just stay solid through the program and go for everything, not back down and just take charge. And I felt that I did that. I had two falls but I’m not upset about them because I didn’t back down.  I really went for the two jumps that I missed. Everything else was very good quality, so am very pleased with my result. And I bettered my two eleven places from the past two worlds, so I’m very happy with that. (On missing the double Axel) I felt that it went off up in the air crooked and so I tried to compensate for the landing. I just was two far on my heel and just missed it. It’s unfortunate but it happens.

I was very tired from Vancouver and yesterday’s competition, I think this is the reason for my mistakes. The first mistake caused the following mistakes. I’m quite satisfied with this experience even if I think I could do better.  I have to work a lot, I hope to improve my triple Axel and also to improve my artistry. 
Patrick Chan (CAN), 2009 World silver medallist

It was just amazing, I felt really good, I finally felt that training paid off and I wasn’t tired in the end, full of energy. It was luck – doing the second triple Axel in competition. (On the errors) I kind of lost my concentration a little unfortunately, but I hope my other elements will keep me up and help me forget about elements that I missed. I really felt happy by the end of the performance. (On feeling pressure of being second after the short program) Of course there is a little pressure. Just sitting in the hotel after the early practice waiting for the evening to compete it is difficult, because you have a lot of thoughts. You think, oh my gosh, I am second I can maybe win, it’s just you have to learn how to forget it. Olympics was my biggest pressure, so today was no pressure at all. (On taking the silver) This is an amazing feeling especially after the disappointing performance at the Olympic Games. I never even thought I would get the silver medal after the Olympics. My next goal is to get the gold medal, because I have to silver medals now. 
Brian Joubert (FRA), 2009 World & 2010 European bronze medalist
The program was good, the practices were good and I did two quads in the program which makes me very happy. The placement is not so important. (On his comeback) It was hard, especially the first week after the Olympics. I asked myself a lot of questions, I wondered if I should continue to skate, it crossed my mind. But I love skating. I decided I’ll try to come back. It was difficult to do two quads again. I did it for the first time since 2006 (in the long program). This is a World Championship and don’t have room for error.
