Javier Fernandez (ESP), 2010 National Champion

I think  it was great; I showed a good level. I think that my Axel, toeloop, flip, everything was very good: I am so glad! I trained a lot, also in Milan for the last week, and I am tired actually. I do not know what I will do in the future. You know: future is future. (on changing the music after the Olympic Games) My coach decided to change my music: the program was the same as at the Olympics Games, but my coach said that with this music it was better for me, that my performance level go up.

Florent Amodio (FRA), 2010 National Champion

It is the last competition of the season and it was hard. I was really tired after the Olympic Games and I needed to remotivate myself for this competition. This is my first World Championships and I'm benefitting from this experience. (On the performance) I made a mistake on the Axel and one in the spin. I don't really know what the problem with the Axel was. I lost my balance in the spin. I'm not disappointed. I'm well positioned for the long program and I will be focused. (On the Free Skating) I'm not doing the quad. I'm hoping to end the season on a high note.


Kevin Reynolds (CAN), 2010 Four Continents bronze medalist

I found out, that I’m going to the Worlds about two and a half weeks ago. I was told that Vaughn (Chipeur) happened to be injured and I am going, so I got extremely excited. Immediately I was stuck into the training on a 100 percent going into that, and it went good, so I am happy. (on taking part in his first World Championships) It is interesting the atmosphere is completely different from the Junior World Championships and the Grand Prix series. And the fans here were amazing. 

Artem Borodulin (RUS), 2010 National bronze medalist

The blade (of the right boot) broke in two pieces. I felt, that something is wrong already on the entry (of the triple Axel), but I thought, that this is not something serious. But on the landing, of course, the problem came out.  You cannot do anything with this, and as they say, it is good, that I survived. It is very disappointing, as we were prepared really well for this competition, and had big plans after the Olympics, but it is as it is. The good thing, that this was the last big competition this season, so there is no need to rush, but we have time to correct everything properly.

Sergei Sviridov (Team Leader, Russia): The blade just broke in two pieces, right in the middle. You cannot do anything in two minutes with a problem like that. 

Adrian Schultheiss (SWE), 2010 National silver medalist

I am very happy with my performance even if I think I could do it better. During the warm up I saw that there were some holes in the ice, so I was cautious while skating. That is the reason why I thought that doing the quad toe loop was too risky, but I plan to do try it tomorrow. 
Ryan Bradley (USA), 5th at 2010 Four Continents Championships

It was a disaster, I do not know why. I trained a lot and my injury has nothing to do with my fall. This is not an excuse. I did my best. Now I feel really frustrated and disappointed: I cannot believe what happened.

Peter Liebers (GER), 2010 National silver medalist

I felt good in the warm up and everything went well in the warm up, but then it wasn’t enough. I missed the (quad) toeloop, then I was nervous for the Axel and I slipped on the landing of the Lutz. I tried to do the rest of the element as well as I could. (On missing the Final) Unfortunately it hasn’t happened for the first time that I miss the Final closely and I can deal with it. The most important thing now is to have a good preparation for the next season.
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
