And I really focused to the program, and I didn’t get ahead of myself and wasn’t focusing on the placement and the goal is to take each element, and when I passed through the jumps I really loved myself to have fun with the rest of the program. (on recovering after poor performance on the Olympic Games) I just kind of evaluated, how I was training. I knew just couldn’t turn off the wrong on time for the competition. So I was able to do that on this competition. I trained much better and I showed that today so far.

I feel so sorry for my teammate Artem Borodulin (withdrew due to a broken blade). He is my rival, but I don’t with something like this to happen to anyone.

I am very satisfied with my performance and I hope I will do the same tomorrow.  Also, I have to say that I was very excited and I did not have as much speed as I could have.  I hope to do better tomorrow. I had a hard training after the Olympic Games in order to get ready for this important competition.

I was very shaky. My body was very rigid and I was not in perfect conditions. I was frightened because I was very tight also during the training. I hope I will be better tomorrow in the free. I will try to do my best. I was not ill or injured, I was only very rigid.

I feel really excited, I felt comfortable form the beginning on the warm-up. And I showed a nice performance. I didn’t make any changes in my free program, tomorrow you will see a performance without mistakes, so this is the only change. (on the audience in Torino after Vancouver) Of course you can’t compare the crowd here with the Olympics. I think that people are tired after the Olympics, I think they are resting at their homes, not many people watching sports as they had two weeks of it. It is different, but it was a great moment, because I was able to concentrate well and really focus on what I have to do. I can control my excitement better. (on the absence of Plushenko and Lysacek) It is very disappointing, I wish they would be here, it would make the competition even more exciting. But I shall see one of them next year on Worlds very soon. There will be many times competing against them.
Daisuke Takahashi (JPN), 2010 Olymipc bronze medalist
I did a good performance, even if I skated not as fast as I could. I know that I can do also better. I have many rivals, in particular the ones in my (warm up) group. (on the Olympic Games) My live has not changed after the Vancouver Games. (on the free programm) I have not decided if I will do the quad flip tomorrow yet.
