I went out to attack the program. After the Olympic Games I realized that I have to change, that I need to be the way I was before. It worked, but I am still not as confident as I used to be. I felt good in practice and I’m confident for tomorrow. (On being third) I could have had a better score, I need to analyze it, maybe I lost some points on the spins or the footwork. The others skated well, but they don’t take the risk (of doing the quad), which is a shame.

I am having a really bad time, because at home my grandfather is dying, so it’s hard to stay focused on what I have to do, but I’m really happy, because this is the first time I tried the quad this season, and it worked. (on his book breaking on Monday before practice) It’s fine, they put a hold through it, so that’s fine. (on the decision to include the quad both in short and long program) Olympics were over, I came home, and the quad came. So I said to my coach, you know, I’m gonna to do the quad, because it’s not certain anyway, if I go for flip-toe (triple flip-triple toe) that I will skate clean, so I need to try the hardest I can, because this is my last Worlds.

Michal Brezina (CZE), 2010 National Champion

I am very satisfied because this is my 6th clean short program of the year and with each competition I got better and better. I was hoping of having this result. I hope to get at least into the last group, but I have many rivals, like Jeremy Abbott and Takahiko Kozuka. (on his friend and fellow competitor Tomas Verner) I am very sad for my friend but I really hope he will come back next season. I hope to earn enough spots for my team (for next year’s Worlds).
Adam Rippon (USA), 2010 Four Continents Champion

(on coming in as a substitute for Johnny Weir) I was fortunate that I kept training. Today it was not my best, but I had my personal satisfaction. I am happy. I think that tomorrow I will do my best. It was exhausting for me and stressful, as for everybody, to skate at the World Championship. But the score of today is a nice kind of present for me at the end of this season.
