Carolina Hermann/Daniel Hermann (GER), 2009 National Champions

Carolina Hermann: We can be pleased with the levels that we got for our elements. (On her health) I was sick all day yesterday. I was vomitting. I’m still feeling bad. I don’t know what it is. (On moving to France for training) It is great for us to train with the French couples and with Cappellini/Lanotte (Italy). This can only help us to progress. We’ve said that these three months before Worlds are a trial period and then we’ll decide what we are going to do (with the coaching situation).
Daniel Hermann: (On the performance) The side by side footwork wasn’t the best. It was my mistake. I wobbled and there was nothing I could do. (On their health) I start to feel sick as well. We weren’t even sure if we can compete. 
Ekaterina Rubleva/Ivan Shefer (RUS), 2009 Cup of Russia bronze medalists

Rubleva: We are satisfied with our performance today. Compared to previous performances this season this one was better. We were more confident, quite calm, no nerves, cold mind. (On the low score they had in the Compulsory) Today it is the same story. It is hard to say, what will be in the end, there are still many couples to skate, we’ll see. (On what will happen to her beautiful costume) Who knows? Maybe when I have nothing to eat I will perform on New Years’ Eve parties. I will be Snegurochka (the grand-daughter of Russian Santa Claus) and Ivan (Shefer) can be a snowman.
Pernelle Carron/Lloyd Jones (FRA), 2010 National Champions

Carron: We are very pleased with this performance. We did our job. I was a little tense, just because I love our Original Dance and I wanted to give a top performance. I'm not afraid of making mistakes, I just want to show the best. We love this dance so much that we will keep it, we can modify it and maybe use it for shows. The audience reacts so well on this dance and the Italian crowd is great, they really pushed us. (On the Free Dance) We have chosen two totally different programs on purpose, to develop ourselves. We are only in our first year as a couple. The Free Dance is not a program to clap along. It is the Adagio, it is very emotional and it is building and building until the end and our goal is to show that.

Nora Hoffmann/Maxim Zavozin (HUN), 2010 National Champions

Zavozin: Today we had the best performance in original dance in the season. We are very happy also because we felt confident and we really enjoyed dancing for the crowd. 
Hoffmann: (On next season) We can´t wait to prepare properly for next year because this season we had only a short time because of the injuries that forced us to start training in June. I’m happy for today and I feel that we can do very well for the future if we have enough time to prepare.     

Ekaterina Bobrova/Dmitri Soloviev (RUS), 2007 World Junior Champions

Soloviev: This is the first time in our lives, when we’ve got all levels four! And on the senior World Championships! We are so happy! We were practicing very hard before the Worlds so it would be really disappointing, if it wouldn’t work out. We didn’t have clean performances yet this season, so we are happy that it happened here, by the end of the season. (On their expectations for this Championship) We would like to break into the top ten, because it is possible, we just need clean skating. (On their Free Dance) It will be very important for us, because we want, that Tatiana Vladimirovna (their choreographer, who died before Russian Nationals) would see us. We miss her very much and we want to perform our Free dance (Adagio) the way she taught us. 
Bobrova: This is very important for us, because after the Olympics we put all our efforts to the step sequences, so they would be graded at least  a level three, but we made all fours!!! Now we just need to focus for tomorrow.

Kimberly Navarro/Brent Bommentre (USA), 2008 Four Continents Bronze medalists

Bommentre: (on their costumes) This is the original dance and our costumes are original! We just want to have fun, to capture the public and to try to present something new. (On the performance) We were motivated, we trained hard and we skated well today. Our only goal is to skate well and to enjoy. Well, maybe tomorrow we can do 300 points and win the gold medal! 

Navarro: I am dressing in blue and this is the color of the sea: we skate on frozen water. (On choosing a Brazilian theme) We took a Brazilian college teacher and a Brazilian dance coach, too to learn the history and the Brazilian way of dancing, because we don’t want to offend anybody. We just wanted to present this way of dancing.
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
