Sinead Kerr/John Kerr (GBR), 2009 European bronze medalists

Sinead Kerr: Of course we love that dance, we are Scottish, therefore we performed it with all our hearts.

John Kerr: Last time we did this in competition was in 2008 worlds, so it was nice to do it one more time competitively. It was a lot of fun for us. I think what made it easier was that we performed it in exhibitions over the last year or so. That made it easier to come back to it. Noticeably we had to adjust it to make it more like a competitive routine. But I think we were able to do a pretty good job with that.
Vanessa Crone/Paul Poirier (CAN), 2008 World Junior silver medalists

Poirier: (On the Flamenco) We chose this music because we like to experiment and the Flamenco is a music for the original dance. We had a lot of fun. I think that Spanish music in general is a good music for skating.

Crone: For sure this was the best performance of the season. I’m happy because we did all the elements we wanted to do. That’s a big thing for us and I really feel satisfied with how we skated today. 

Meryl Davis/Charlie White (USA), 2010 Olympic silver medalists

Davis: It was a good performance for us today. It’s a pleasure and it was very special for us for this last performance (of the Original dance) in this season to be good. (On feeling sorry to say goodbye to this dance) We’ll be doing it forty more times on tour.

White: (On comparing this with the Olympic performance) I think we improved a little bit, we talked about using the Olympics as an experience that will help us to improve us as skaters and performers. And I think we just moved to that. We stepped it up a little bit as we did all we could, and obviously this is our season’s best and we are very pleased. Definitely this is one of my favourite programs.   

Federica Faiella/Massimo Scali (ITA), 2009 & 2008 European silver medalists

Scali: We made a mistake (on the twizzle) because we got too close each other. We tried all the time to improve and to do better, but this time we exaggerated and our bodies got too close. It is difficult to control the pressure with such a fantastic audience, but we have to learn to transform it into positive energy.  

Faiella: It was not easy because we knew that we had to do our best for us and for the crowd. Furthermore, we are at the end of the season. Tomorrow we will train very early and we will try to do better. We are supported by an amazing audience here in Palavela and this is an extraordinary power.
Nathalie Pechalat/Fabian Bourzat (FRA), 2010 Grand Prix Final bronze medalists 

Bourzat: (On missing the twizzle) It’s one of these things, it just happened. I didn’t miss one twizzle all week I think, and in practice since the Olympics I think I might have missed one out of five. It was the last Original Dance of the season and we wanted to finish with a good performance. (On skating after Faiella/Scali) It didn’t affect us. There are also a lot of French in the audience and they supported us. We got into our program right away. 
Pechalat: The error was costly. It’s too bad, we would have had a chance to overtake the Italians (Faiella/Scali).  The rest of the program went well, we had some good levels. I think we got a level four for the midline footwork for the first time this season.
