Tessa Virtue/Scott Moir (CAN), 2010 Olympic Champions

Virtue: We knew that we were coming to the world championships, so that wasn’t a question at the Olympics.  Sure we are tired but we could expect that. We got a great two weeks of training after the olympics and I think we just even progressed further.

(on their costume) Skating with jeans is a little bit difficult, but the hat is not a problem: I trained every day wearing it and now it is natural. This was a good performance, I think it is the best of the all year.
Jana Khokhlova/Sergei Novitski (RUS), 2009 European Champions 

Khokhlova: There was a serious mistake, and our circular step sequence was almost without a block, so the result is obvious. The other thing is that even if there won’t be any (mistake) the situation wouldn’t change noticeably. Maybe we wanted to show, that we are better than that too much.
Novitski: (On the disappointing 9th place at the Olympic Games) Of course it was hard at first, but then our training session helped. We just returned to our practice routine. 

Anna Cappellini/Luca Lanotte (ITA), 2009 Cup of Russia & Skate America silver medalists

Lanotte: Today we had more pressure and we made some mistakes. We have to improve and try to put more power on the legs when we skate. In the next few years our goal is to become the Italian top couple. 

Cappellini: Today was not the best day we have ever had, but at the same time was really nice performing at home. It´s normal doing some mistakes and tomorrow we want to finish the performance feeling that we had done our best, what we didn´t today.

Alexandra Zaretsky/Roman Zaretsky (ISR), 2009 Skate America bronze medalists

Alexandra Zaretsky: The Original Dance is hard to do, it is two minutes 50, and the elements come one after the next, you cannot relax for a single second. You cannot relax in the Free Dance either, but there are a few calmer moments.
Roman Zaretsky: I’m glad that this is the last performance of the Original Dance. We got a little tired of it. It has been a long season. (On achieving a seasons best) It felt easy to skate, and emotionally it was very good. The twizzle was a bit off, but a lot of people had trouble with the twizzles today. 
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
