Maylin Hausch/Daniel Wende (GER), 2010 National Champions

Hausch: Too bad for the fall on the throw Salchow. I usually hit it a 100 percent. Luckily I was able to show the triple toe. It (the throw) felt good, but then I overrotated and unfortunately fell. (On switching to the triple toe in the Short Program) We wanted to do a triple jump in the Short Program and since my triple toe is better than his triple Salchow, we decided to switch to the toe. (On their preparation after a fall in practice at home two weeks ago) We missed a week or almost one and a half weeks of practice. We were on the ice, but we couldn’t do any elements. 
Wende: If not for the fall, we would have been close to 55 points, which would have been excellent. (On reaching the final) We are optimistic that it will be enough to make the final of the top 16.

Stefania Berton/Ondrej Hotarek (ITA), 2010 National silver medalists
Berton: (on preparing for the World Championships) We started our preparation in Milan and the last part of our training was in America. We are very happy to skate here in Italy and in particular in Turin. The people were fantastic and I am very happy about our performance today.
Hotarek: It was fantastic to perform today in Turin. Today we did our best. 

Vera Bazarova/Juri Larionov (RUS), 2007 World Junior silver medalists

Bazarova: We were very calm when we went out to skate and we did everything as planned. Compared to the Olympic Games, we were less nervous.  It is the last competition of the season and we are a little tired. 
Larionov: We did our job and we are very pleased with that. (On their goals) We want to do our very best and again do what we came here to do. (On their preparations) We went home from Vancouver on the 18th (of February) we had a few days off then started to practice again and we spent the last two weeks in a training camp in Novogorsk (near Moscow). We made no changes to our programs, we just worked on the choreography.
Vanessa James/Yannick Bonheur (FRA), 2010 National Champions

Bonheur: (on their preparations for the World Championships) It was hard in the beginning after the Olympic. It was hard to restart training, but after three or four days we started to prepare for the Worlds.
James: We practiced on a very cold arena in Minneapolis, Indiana, so it was very hard to breath, to use our muscles, so when we came to this beautiful arena in Torino it is much easier to skate. And we are better fit for our program. (on their performance) We are very satisfied, a few things could be better, but I think it was our best performance this season and we got our season’s best.
Anais Morand/Antoine Dorsaz (SUI), 2010 National Champions 

Morand: We are happy: we have done our best. This is not our personal best but we made a good job. The atmosphere in here is good. I have seen Swiss flags and the Italian public was very loud.

Dorsaz: It would be great to get into the 12, but it is difficult. This is our goal but we have to do our best, our performances have to be really good. At the Olympic Games we finished 15th but here in Torino we have less pressure than in Vancouver. 

Caydee Denney/Jeremy Barrett (USA),  2010 National Champions
Denney: Heading into the Olympics, Jeremy had an injury so we were kind of limited on some of the training that we were able to do. After the Olympics we were really able to train and get back to our normal daily regimen. So we felt a lot more prepared for this competition. 
Barrett: (on skating better than at the Olympic Winter Games) The Olympics are such a big scale. We were happy to go there and to skate well, but coming here we wanted to come back and stay clean. (On the levels of their elements) As far as the levels, we got some good GOE (grade of execution) I think, we got a level one for the death spiral, but that is one of our hard elements for us. We got a level one for the footwork, I’m not sure why. But I thought overall our presentation was better and we executed all the elements really well. Our Free Skate is the better of our two programs for us, we have an easier time for some reason with that one. So we feel very secure with it. We’ve been doing good run through. We’re just looking forward to making sure that the last Free Skate of the year is a good one. 
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
