Amanda Evora/Mark Ladwig (USA), 2010 National silver medalists
Evora: After the Olympic Games we were nervous, but we had great energy for this World Championship. I think that the Olympic performance helped us for today’s program. (On their friendships with their rivals and training mates Denney/Barrett) I am very happy about their performance. The only important thing is that the US team will do well.  
Ladwig: I am very happy about the today’s performance. We got a seasons best and I wish that we would take a medal after the long program.
Anabelle Langlois/Cody Hay (CAN), 2010 National silver medalists
Langlois:  (on the performance) There was only one big mistake on the throw obviously, and we didn’t get a couple of levels we were going for. Obviously we are disappointed. (on their long program) We made a few changes in our Free Skating, in the order of the elements, and it feels a lot more comfortable now.
Hay: (On skipping the previous season due to her ankle injury) It was extremely hard to come back to the international level. A lot of time I was on the ice by myself. So it was a lot - a lot – a lot of work, so along it took two years.
Aliona Savchenko/Robin Szolkowy (GER), 2008 & 2009 World Champions
Szolkowy: I made a mistake and now it’s hard to find something positive about our performance. I did a double toe instead of a triple toe and I’m so disappointed. I felt strong, I didn’t have shaky legs. I don’t know why it happened. (On their goals) Of course, we came here to win and I hope we’ll have a chance to win tomorrow. However, the most important thing is to skate well. (On their preparations) After the Olympic Games, we did some shows in Switzerland to recover and then we went back to training.
Savchenko: I realized right away that he did a double toe. Sometimes I feel he did a double when he did a triple, but this time he saw that he popped the jump. I thought ‘great’, but I knew that we have to go on and to complete the remaining elements as well as we can.
Dan Zhang/Hao Zhang (CHN), 2010 Four Continents Champions  

Dan Zhang: We are satisfied. Tomorrow we hope to do better. We are okay with our placement. (On coming back to Torino where they won the silver medal in 2006 in spite of a severe fall on the throw quad Salchow) After the injury I am satisfied with what we did. 
Hao Zhang: We can’t understand why some of our elements were downgraded (got lower levels). But we are happy. 
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
