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Just to remind people that if you use the coloured arm and leg bands during your lessons or
playing your music, please remember to put them back. We have had a few go missing so
please check your skate bags to see if you have them in there. Otherwise Wendy (god
bless her soul) has to make new ones and we all know how busy she is. Please let Wendy
have some free time!!!

Notes about your programme music

With a lot of people using CDs now for their music, just a couple of notes about looking after
them in the figure sessions.

Firstly please make sure your CD has your name on it!!! Sounds silly but people are leaving
blank CDs by the player.

Also make sure that your CD case has your name on it. At the moment people are just
pulling out the CD that has been played and leaving it by the player unprotected. If you
don’t want your CD to get damaged then put a sticker on the case so your music can be put
back in it. And if skaters can take the time to put other people’s music back in their named
case that would be great.

Presenting your music for a skating competition

When you hand your music into the box at competitions, please ensure all CDs and tapes
have your name and division written clearly on them. This is to help the music stewards
know that it is your music and which division they need to play it for. Particularly if you are
entering more than one division, then the division is very important so the wrong piece
doesn't get played.

If you are handing in a CD then make sure it is a case or even a CD sleeve. This is to
prevent the CD getting damaged. The club cannot be held responsible for music that
becomes damaged because skaters have not taken care to make sure it is protected.

Cassettes should be handed in without a case but clearly labelled.

Another important thing to have, whether at a local competition or going interstate, is an
extra copy of your music. Anything can happen and you want to cover for any emergencies.

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If you are not aware, the Olympic Figure & Dance Club is the Olympic Ice Skating Centre’s
home club. We run all the competitions that take place at Oakleigh, liaise with the rink in
obtaining ice time for training and are instrumental in organizing a number of on-ice and off-
ice activities that aim to help skaters develop their potential.

OFDC membership also entitles skaters to a discount on competition entries so the cost of
the membership is "paid off" over the course of a year. Club members are covered by
insurance for every club run event.

OFDC club membership is for the financial year 1 October to 30 September. New
membership is $30, and renewing membership is $20. OFDC offers $5 discount on each
competition entry fee. Only the skater needs to be a member. If the member is under 16
years of age, then a parent is the nominated voting member.

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Memberships

Apart from OFDC Membership, there are a couple of other memberships available to
skaters. Aussie Skate is for skaters who are just starting out in skating. lce Skating Victoria
is for skaters who are competing and undertaking tests under the national test stream.

Aussie Skate Membership

Aussie skate is a "learn to skate" program run by Ice Skating Australia through the rinks. It is a great
programme for beginning skaters and you can work your way through a number of different tests and levels.
When you join the Aussie Skate Program you will receive a booklet outlining all the tests and you will be
allocated an Aussie Skate Number. Each completed test is recorded by the rink and you receive a badge. At
Olympic, it is $8.00 to join and $5.00 to do each test.

Ice Skating Victoria (ISV) Membership

ISV membership is required of all skaters in the competition and ISA test stream. This is important in regards
to public liability protection for skaters undertaking competitions. The membership year is from 1> October to
30" September. There are two levels of membership:

Associate membership - $20 (Renewals after 31 * December are $25)
Associate membership is for Aussie Skate level competitors and Adult skaters who enter one or two
competitions per year (not skating at ISV test levels).

Full membership - $50 (Renewals after 31 ' December are $60)
Skater must have full ISV membership to undertake an ISV test and to compete at competitions at an ISV
level (Preliminary through to Senior).

Remember to make cheques payable to “Ice Skating Victoria”. The bank will not accept cheques made
payable to “ISV”. You can also hand them to an OFDC committee member.
