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BENDIGO RINK CLOSURE

While Melbourne’s new twin-Olympic
rink facility—known as the Icehouse—
opened last month, one of Victoria’s
longest running rinks quietly closed.

The Bendigo rink shut its doors for the
final time on February 18, much to the
dismay of the entire Victorian skating
community.

The rink was home to the Bendigo Ice
Skating club, many state and national
level athletes, the Raiders Ice Hockey
team and Victoria’s only curling squad.

It also housed Victoria’s state champion-
ships and state training squad sessions
for many years.

The Bendigo Ice Skating Association
passed a motion at its last meeting to
wind up the Incorporated Association.

A lack of ice sports centres has long
been an issue for Victoria, which lost
Ringwood ice rink in 2005 and St
Kilda’s famous St Moritz arena in 1981.

The Bendigo rink previously faced

extinction in 2008, when it closed due to

maintenance costs.

There is talk in the skating community
of trying to get the rink reopened until a
new facility can be built.

Let’s give them our full support!
